We are teaching this because many
children’s books use a “serif” style
of font. (Serifs are short lines and
“curls” that are attached to a letter’s
basic shape. Serifs help make printed
letters easier to read.)

If you read a variety of books with your
child/students, it’'s a good idea to intro-
duce serif fonts sooner than later.

If your child/student is very
young, or if he/she struggles
with this information, you may
want to skip this section and
come back to the subject
when your child has more
experience with reading.
